For those of you with a hydraulic cylinder assisted Clutch on you GM product.

You might find this interesting. I had trouble with my 93-slave cylinder since it was new. May have gotten it fixed last year, replaced 3 or 4 times... don't drive it much now to know if it is still OK or not. 

This could have been the trouble back then.   John 

7/6/06 - Many, if not all of the GM Actuator Cylinders recently produced (past 2 years) have had the piston seal installed backwards. With the actuator piston seal installed backwards, when actuated, the seal is expanded in such a way that the piston may bind before completing a full stroke. Until this information gets back to the manufacturer and corrections are made with production and inventory, all new actuator cylinders sourced from GM and NAPA should be carefully disassembled and the seal reinstalled in the correct direction if degraded performance of the cylinder is present.
